them? 

¶ Do we make room for real family time, God, and those 

in need at this time of year? 

¶ Does the holiday work—cooking, decorating,          

shopping—disproportionately fall on certain family 

members?   

¶ Do we give to each other relationally—giving in a way 

that connects us to each other—or just with an    

obligatory purchase? 

¶ Do we take time in Advent to pray together and really 

prepare for Jesus to come? 

There is also an opportunity to embrace the rich story 

and sensory nature of Advent and Christmas in our    

tradition.  Children enter through their senses: 

¶ The smells of Advent wreaths and candles, and 

watching candles lit in the darkness. 

¶ Setting up and playing with an Advent creche. 

¶ Cuddling up as a family to hear stories of the long 

journey, shepherds, angels, magi, animals, and 

baby Jesus.   

These kinds of family experiences—along with a shared effort to live out the values of the season as a family—are 

the kind of faith formation that lasts a lifetime...the kind parents will pass on to their own children.
