The Outreach Committee thanks everyone who partici-

pated in the Thanksgiving and Christmas projects.  As 

usual, our Faith Community exceeded expectations in  

providing food and gifts for these two projects. 

As part of our SLFC commitment, 10% of all collection 

funds are designated to Outreach to distribute to charities 

in the greater Dayton area.  The committee meets eight or 

nine times a year to discuss needs in the Dayton Area and 

send contributions to an established charitable organiza-

tion.

Good Samaritan Homeless Clinic 

òSt. Leonard Outreach has truly carried out the mission of 

Good Samaritan by helping the most vulnerable of our 

community. It is because of groups like St. Leonard that 

over 2,500 patients are provided with health care ser-

vices that every homeless person desperately needs. 

Your gift of $300 will contribute to the health care of pa-

tients like Micah.  Micah was 43 when he came to the 

Clinic.  His degree in Marketing had kept him employed 

until the company he worked for went out of business.  

Eventually he lost his home and was forced to live in his 

car.  When he sold his car for cash to live on, Micah finally 

considered himself homeless.  The Clinic provided him 

with dental care, restoring his confident smile.  He also 

received counseling and treatment for a minor medical 

condition.   Micah is working again and about to sign a 

lease on a house with a friend.ó
