This spectacular event in the early days 

of the Church is celebrated by Christians of many denominations, and it reminds us of 

the Holy Spirit’s yearning to see us all give praise to the glory of God and Christ Je-

sus.  As Pope Francis shared on this feast last year, “Only the Spirit can awaken diver-

sity, plurality and multiplicity, while at the same time building unity.” (Homily for the So-

lemnity of Pentecost Mass with Ecclesial Movements, May 19, 2013) 

In response, the Archdiocese of Cincinnati has joined with a diverse group of Protestant and Evangelical leaders from a wide 

variety of Christian churches in Greater Cincinnati to sponsor a large worship gathering for Pentecost Sunday, called 

“Outpouring 2014.”
